ABOUT THE COMPETITION 

The Beethoven Competition is an annual platform for music excellence in Thailand. It helps to develop the performing skills of musicians in Thailand, improves musical standards and identifies music talents for public performances. 

Last year the competition is devoted to young pianists. We have congratulated Han Nah Son and Gun Chaikittiwatana for their first prize in their respective age groups. In addition, both talented musicians are invited to perform a concert at the Beethovenfest in Bonn, Germany in September this year. 

For the year 2010 we are searching for young talented string players of the fourth edition of this competition, which devotes to Violin, Viola, Cello and Double Bass in solo category or with piano accompaniment. The competition is open for Thai citizens, permanent residents and foreigners studying, working or residing in Thailand. This event will take place between August 24 and September 12, 2010 at the Goethe-Institut Auditorium. 
ADVISORY COMMITTEE AND JURY MEMBERS

The names of the Advisory Committee and of the Jury Members will not be disclosed before the beginning of the first round.

Two Age Groups
Young music talents between 13 and 24 years of age are encouraged to participate in the Beethoven Competition this year. Two age groups are divided as following:

PRE-JURY ROUND
The organizers present your CD to the Pre-Jury to decide about your admittance to the competition. The Pre-Jury consists of well-known music teachers working in Thailand from different institutions. The identity of the contestants will not be disclosed to the Pre-Jury members. After the consideration and discussion by the Pre-Jury, the qualified contestants will be invited the First Round of the Competition, which will be announced on the website. The order of contestants will be arranged randomly by the organizers.
FIRST ROUND 

The Jury of the First Round consists of maximum 5 musicians working in Thailand from different institutions. The first round is open to the public. In the competition, the contestants have to bring their own accompanist. Solo works do not have to be performed from memory, neither piece with piano accompanist.
FINAL ROUND
The time period between the First and the Final Round should give you time to prepare well. 

In the Final Round you have to bring your own accompanist. Solo works do not have to be performed from memory, neither piece with piano accompanist. The Jury consists of three international acknowledged musicians working outside Thailand. They have the right to stop contestants’ performance at any stage of the competition. Besides, they have the right to award or not award prizes as they deem fit. The adjudicating panel’s decision is final.
MASTER CLASSES
The organizers arrange master classes on September 11 and 12, 2010. 
The master classes are open to contestants and applicants of the contest only. Participants of the First and Final Round could perform in the master classes with the international Jury. Other applicants are admitted to observe only.
WINNERS’ CONCERT AND PRIZE PRESENTATION CEREMONY
Award winners of both age groups will perform at the Prize Presentation Ceremony. Award winners are required to attend the ceremonies; the Winners’ Concert and the Prize Presentation Ceremony.
There will be only one winner of each age category, no matter in which instrument, and the winners will receive trophies, certificates and cash prizes. In the case of a tie in the first or second prize, cash amount will be divided equally.

FURTHER BENEFITS

The winners in both age groups will obtain the opportunity to perform one concert at the Music Auditorium of the College of Music at Mahidol University (MACM) in Salaya.

The Jury has the option to recommend the winners of the both age groups to be invited to the Beethovenfest Bonn in September 2011. It is up to the organization of the Beethovenfest Bonn, however, to invite to either visit the festival or even give a performance.

Applications received after this date and time will not be considered.

· One set of photocopied music scores of the competition programme. Please ensure the composer’s name and title of the work are clearly printed or written on the photocopied score

Participants must notify the organisers of any change to the submitted programme in writing by August 23, 2010. Changes submitted after this date will not be permitted and appeals will not be entertained.  
Participants will receive notification of acceptance of entries before or by August 21, 2010. The name list will be displayed on www.goethe.de/beethovencompetition
TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION
By submission of the entry form, the participant agrees to all of the above mentioned regulations as well as the following terms and conditions:

The registration fee is neither refundable nor transferable.
Where participants perform an unpublished work or works in manuscript form, it is incumbent upon the participants to obtain necessary approval under the Copyright Act to perform such works during the competition. If the participant fails to do so, the organiser will not be responsible for any copyright or composer’s fee incurred. Participants also agree to indemnify the organiser against any action and/or claims for damages from any third party who owns the copyright.  

Participants and/or their accompanists who are unable to be present at the scheduled performance time may be disqualified.
Photography, audio and video recording by the participants and their supporters is not allowed during the competition or for any other competition-related events.
Any participant who knowingly gives inaccurate or misleading information will be disqualified.
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
